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A presentation was made by two Fair Lawn police officers about R park and the parking lot of DD
and CVS.

A detailed discussion with two officers, Derek Bastinek and Glen Callons, followed. We have
been advised to keep on lights, bring in our neighbor’s garbage, bring in mail, and make sure
park lights are working. If there are problems, the police should be notified. We need to make
decisions about calling the police. If it is Radburn kids just hanging out, sometimes an adult can
break up the situation.

The September minutes were read and approved
The treasurer made his report.
Two motions were approved for voting at the November meeting.

1) ltis the sense of the RCA that early next year, a poll should be taken asking the people
of Radburn the following question. Without getting the input they promised Radburn
residents, owners and renters, the trustees signed a contract to sell Radburn owned
property, namely Daly Field, to developers who seek to build high density town houses
and apartments on the field and on an adjoining site the developer owns. Do you approve
of the trustees’ decision to sell Daly field without community knowledge or input or do you
disapprove of this action.

2) ltis the sense of the RCA that that poll should include the question Do you agree with the
sale of Daly Field or do you disagree.
